Percentage of Property Two or More Years Tax Delingent — City of Dayton statistics
were used to determine the percentage of each glackp two or more years delinquent in
taxes (total number of acres two or more yearsidaént divided by the total acres in the
block group). This information was included to @awt for areas that have been harmed by
recent foreclosures and areas that will likely fenxeeased foreclosures (Map 4).

Neighborhood Stability Score— This value takes into account two factors:
1.) Percentage of land in the block group that is na@meid by the City of Dayton.
2.) Percentage of all structures in the block group ltlas been given a Condition Rating
of three or higher (on a scale of one to five, figng the worst condition) by the
City of Dayton Division of Housing.

Block groups were then ranked by their combinedoperance in these two factors.

Once each block group was evaluated by each o tinessindicators, a single index was created
to summarize the data. This index was then usddtermine areas of greatest need. The table

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B. DISTRIBUTION AND USES OFFUNDS

Response:

face a significant rise in the rate of home forsules.

NSP funds will be allocated to projects such agdéraolition of blighted/vacant structures;
construction of new housing on redeveloped lo&ligible areas for residents having incomes at
or below 50% AMI; funding to support the purchasd aehab of single family units that have
been foreclosed in NSP targeted neighborhoods;thadecovery of vacant/abandoned lots to
create new opportunities for development. To enghet NSP funds are targeted and equitably
distributed to meet program goals, the City wiltds primarily on neighborhoods with a ranking
of 9-12 and other eligible areas (Map 6).

C. DEFINITIONS AND DESCRIPTIONS

(1) Definition of “blighted structure” in context of state or local law.

Response:
The City of Dayton adheres to the following defioit and guidelines for placing blighted

structures in its Nuisance Abatement Program:

Ohio Code of Ordinances- Building Regulations (1501)

Public nuisance. Any underground container oragjertank, fence, wall, garage, shed, house,
lot, building, structure, tree, pole, smoke stawkany excavation, basement, cellar, well, cistern,
sidewalk subspace, walks, driveways, terrace sieparts thereof, which has any or all of the
conditions or defects hereinafter described sheatldemed to be a public nuisance

(1) The following conditions or defects shall sotute a public nuisance when they endanger
the life, health, property, safety, or welfare od fpublic, or of any current or prospective
occupants:

(&) Whenever the premises are a deterioratingohgliting influence on nearby properties by
reason of continued vacancy and a lack of reaser@alddequate maintenance of structures and
grounds.

(b) Whenever any portion of a building or struettemains on a site after the demolition or
destruction of the building or structure or wherreagy building or structure is abandoned for a

period in excess of six months so as to constgutd building or portion thereof an attractive
nuisance or hazard to the public.

(c) Whenever any building or structure is in saatondition as to constitute a public nuisance
known to the common law or as defined by statute.

(d) Whenever any building or structure is detexdito be a fire hazard.

(e) Whenever a building or structure, used arided to be used for dwelling purposes,
because of inadequate maintenance, dilapidati@aydeamage, faulty construction or
arrangement, inadequate light, air or sanitatieilifees, or otherwise, is determined to be
unsanitary, unfit for human habitation or in suatoadition that is likely to cause sickness or
disease.

(N Whenever any building or structure, whethenot erected in accordance with all applicable
laws and ordinances, has in any non-supporting peatnber or portion less than 50 percent, or
in any supporting part, member or portion less t@percent of the:

1. Strength;

2. Fire-resisting qualities or characteristias; o

3. Weather-resisting qualities or characteristarpiired by law in the case of a newly
constructed building of like area, height and o@ngy in the same location.

(g) Whenever any building or structure has bemrstructed, exists or is maintained in
violation of any specific requirement or prohibitiapplicable to such building or structure
provided by the building regulations of this ciag specified in the Unified Building Code or
Housing Code, or of any law or ordinance of th&esor city relating to the condition, location,
or construction of buildings.

(h) Whenever the building or structure has beedamnaged by fire, wind, earthquake or flood,
or has become so dilapidated or deteriorated bedome:

1. An attractive nuisance to children;

2. A harbor for vagrants, criminals or immoratgmns; or as to

3. Enable persons to resort thereto for the me@d committing unlawful or immoral acts.

(i) Whenever the building or structure, exclusbfeéhe foundation, shows 33 percent or more
damage or deterioration of its supporting membenembers, or 50 percent damage or
deterioration of its non-supporting members, ennbpsr outside walls or coverings.

() Whenever the exterior walls or other vertisalictural members list, lean or buckle to such
an extent that a plumb line passing through théeceri gravity does not fall inside the middle
one third of the base.

(k) Whenever, for any reason, the building oudture, or any portion thereof, is manifestly
unsafe for the purpose for which it is being used.

() Whenever the building or structure, or anytjm thereof, because of:

1. Dilapidation, deterioration or decay;

2. Faulty construction;

3. The removal, movement or instability of anytmm of the ground necessary for the purpose
of supporting such building;

4. The deterioration, decay or inadequacy dbitsmdation; or

5. Any other cause;

is likely to partially or completely collapse.

(m) Whenever any portion thereof has crackedpadyrbuckled or settled to such an extent that
walls or other structural portions have materiédlys resistance to winds or earthquakes than is
reasonably safe.
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(n) Whenever any portion of a building, or anymber, appurtenance or ornamentation on the
exterior thereof is not of sufficient strength tatslity, or is not so anchored, attached or
fastened in place so as to be capable of resiatuignd pressure of one half of that specified in
the Building Code for new buildings of similar stture, purpose or location without exceeding
the working stresses permitted n the Building Clmdesuch buildings.

(o) Whenever any portion or member or appurteadinereof is likely to fall, or to become
detached or dislodged, or to collapse and thengoyda persons or damage property.

(p) Whenever any portion thereof has been dambhygéide, earthquake, wind, flood or by any
other cause, to such an extent that the strucitnexigth or stability thereof is materially less
than it was before such catastrophe and is lessthligaminimum requirements of the Building
Code for new buildings of similar structure, pur@as location.

(q) Whenever the stress in any materials, membportion thereof, due to all dead and live
loads, is more than one and one-half times the wgrétress or stresses allowed in the Building
Code for new buildings of similar structure, pur@as location.

() Whenever the walking surface of any aislessageway, stairway or other element of a
means of egress is so warped, worn, loose, tootherwise unsafe as to not provide safe and
adequate means of exit in case of fire or panic.

(s) Whenever any door, aisle, passageway, staiowather element of a means of egress is not
of sufficient width or size or is not so arranged@ provide safe and adequate means of egress
and creates a serious hazard.

(2) The following conditions shall constitute @tic nuisance:

(&) That which is defined as a nuisance in R.87&7.01(c), which is incorporated herein by
reference and made a part hereof.

(b) That which is defined as a nuisance in R.@3@1.73, which is incorporated herein by
reference and made a part hereof.

(c) Premises or real estate, including vacard,lan which a felony violation occurs of Chapter
2925 or 3719 of the Ohio Revised Code occurs, ddgss of whether there has been a
conviction for said violation.

(2) Definition of “affordable rents.” Note: Grantees may use the definition they have
adopted for their CDBG program but should review their existing definition to ensure
compliance with NSP program —specific requirementsuch as continued affordability.

Response:
The City adheres to HUD’s generally accepted diédiniof affordability. A households is to

pay no more than 30 percent of its annual incombaousing. Families who pay more than 30
percent of their income for housing are considexst burdened and may have difficulty
affording necessities such as food, clothing, fpanmtion and medical care.
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(3) Describe how the grantee will ensure continuedffordability for NSP assisted housing.

Response:
To ensure that affordability guidelines are adhaéogdhe City will enforce deed restrictions on

applicable projects. The City will also conductipdic monitoring of each project to verify that
applicable rules and regulations (including affdnitity periods) are being followed.
